This is the third segment in this family
series. Since publishing the last account, we
have been put in touch with James L. Chapman,
whose address appears in the CHAPMAN EXCHANGE
He has done considerable research on his
branch of this line, and he sent us a wealth
of information which will be included as
applicable. As we pick up new information and
insert it, it will require that we revise some
of our paragraph and reference numbers.
Unless you are using the numbers, we suggest
you ignore them and the following comment. If
you are using them, pay attention. The small
arabic numbers to the left of the lower case
roman numerals shown for some of the children
in some of the families normally means that is
the paragraph number (bold arabic numbers
followed by a (.) at the beginning of a family
group) which will be used to identify that
person in the next generation. When there is
no small arabic number beside the roman
numeral, it means we have nothing more on that
person. For that reason, in the previous
issue we did not identify Moses, the son of
Joseph with an arabic number as we had no more
on him. Now we do, and he will be number 19,
and all the others numbered in the last issue
will have one added to their number. We will
continue to do this in the future, so0 you must
be careful if you are using the numbers.

CORRECTION In the first issue on page B
and 9 we had a mix up on Jospeh Chapman’s
marriage and death date. He was married

sometime before 1708 and he died June 10 1725.
The material James Chapman sent, suggests that
the date of Mercy's death is incorrect and
that she survived 1long enough to marry a
second time to a William Chapman whom she also
survived. She was still alive June 23 1743.
The death reported for June 3 1725 was
prabably that of Mary Chapman, the daughter of
Joseph and Mercy Chapman. In the first issue,
page 9 under paragraph 3 the "13" should be
for iii Solomon, not ii Jornathan as shown.

EDITOR" S COMMENTS

1850 INVENTORY

We are not making as much progress as we

had hoped to with our 1850 inventory. We now
have some data on all but nine states,; but we
suspect that our data on Minneasota, MNebraska

and Oregon is not complete. We have nothing
at all on Arkansas, Colorado, Connecticut,
Del eware, District of Columbia, Florida,
Maine, New Mexico or Rhode Island. Some like
DC and New Mexico probably had no Chapmans and
all we need is word you have checked an index
and found nothing. We know there were many
Chapmans in Connecticut and Maine and some in
Rhode Island from our work on census data for
years before 1850, In fact we have already
started extracting detailed family data from
microfilm of the 1850 Connecticut census. We
do not have access to the index information on
the states mentioned and depend on you to send
them to us. We have complete coverage on our
Alford and Newkirk surnames, having received
very good support from our readers. We are
very reluctant to ask one of them to help us
on our Chapman project, and feel the Chappies
should respond. We now have 4,136 Chapman
households identified in 1850. We will not
wait until we have 100%L coverage before we

publish an alphabetical list in the
newsletter, but we do feel we should wait for
data for the three New Engl and states

mentioned above. WON’T YOU PLEABE HELP7??7?7

On the 1last page, as part of our
Connecting Cousipns +feature we have printed
part of our Family Reference File. This will
prove to be one of the most useful tools we
have. It will 1list each direct Chapman
ancestor of every Chappie. Unlike the lineage
table published in the first issue, this file
permits much more information and it can be
sequenced and sorted on any of the fields.
This file will contain the family reference
and the "Wanted List" data mentioned in the
previous issue.
